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Home Safety Checklist

All Room Safety 
-Check all lights to make 
sure each bulb is the appro-
priate wattage for its fixture.
-Check electrical appliances, 
cords, and fixtures in your 
home for UL rating.
-Make sure portable electric 
heating equipment is tested 
by UL, ETL, or CSA; in 
good working order; and 
placed in a stable position at 
least 3 feet away from com-
bustible material. 
-Check all electrical cords 
for damage. To prevent dam-
age place cords in low traffic 
areas where they will not 
be walked on, under heavy 
furniture, or wrapped around 

any object. NEVER attach 
electrical cords to a surface 
with nails or wire staples. 
-Check to see that all 
electrical outlets are work-
ing properly and cool to the 
touch. Outlets should have 
faceplates covering all wir-
ing, electrical plugs should 
fit snuggly into outlets, and 
unused outlets should have 
safety covers. 
-Check Ground Fault Circuit 
Interrupters (GFCI) once a 
month.

Kitchen
- Make sure counter top 
appliances are away from 
hot surfaces and moisture. 
All appliances should be 

unplugged when not in use.

Bedrooms
-Check electrical blankets 
for cracks, breaks, frays, and  
dark or charred spots. 

Basement and Garage
-Check fuse box for proper 
size circuit fuses. 
-Check and test circuit break-
ers once a year by switching 
each circuit breaker on and 
off three times. 
-Check electrical power tools 
connectors for 3-prong plugs 
to indicate they are double 
insulated. 

Outdoors
-Check electrical outlets 
for water proof covers and 

if outlets are protected by 
Ground Fault Circuit Inter-
rupter (GFCI’s).
-Make sure extension cords 
are specifically labeled with 
an outdoor use label. Out-
door extension cords should 
only be used with 3-prong 
outdoor products. 
-Notify Glacier Electric if 
you see anything wrong with 
your service drop, meter 
loop, or meter, or if you no-
tice tree limbs in your lines.
- Keep your meter number by 
your phone so that you will 
have it if you call to report an 
outage. This will ensure that 
GEC can restore your power 
as soon as possible.
